The 

surveys included gathering information about the number of family members, their occupations, 

landholding details, general household information, agricultural inputs used by the farmers, and 

major problems faced by the villagers. 

The villagers were cooperative and willingly shared their information with the team. The students 

were diligent in recording the details accurately and efficiently. By 2.00 P.M survey was completed. 

Out of 300 Total Households the team had gathered a total of 227 surveys, which would provide 

valuable insights into the lives of the villagers and help in formulating development plans for the 

village. 

After the lunch break, the team geared up for the next phase of their visit. They split into groups and 

visited the families in the village to gain a deeper understanding of their problems and needs. The 

students interacted with the villagers, listened to their concerns, and offered any assistance they 

could provide.  

The villagers had reported some problems as there is no Government & Veterinary Hospital, No 

well-organized Sanitization in the village .In few wards there are electricity issues. The villagers 

appreciated the team's efforts      and expressed their gratitude for taking an interest in their well-being. 

After the survey was completed, the team took a well-deserved break with a visit to Sri Balaji 
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Venkateshwara Swamy Temple which was about 650 years old temple. The temple ambience was 

divine and soulful. The team enjoyed and clicked a lot of pictures. 

As the day drew to a close. Team gathered one last time to bid farewell to the villagers. The head of 

the village thanked the team for their visit and promised to work on addressing the issues 

highlighted in the surveys. The team expressed their gratitude for the warm hospitality extended to 

them and promised to return with more assistance in the future. 

On our return journey we also visited another temple Sri Sita Rama Chandra Swamy Devasthanam 

at Ammapallae which was eye pleasing with beautiful lake site. The visit was ended by having an 

delicious food at Mehfil.  

The students discussed their experiences and shared their reflections on the day's activities. The 

faculty members commended the students for their dedication and hard work and encouraged them 

to continue their efforts in making a positive impact on society. 

The team arrived back at the college by 8.30 p.m., tired but satisfied with the day's work. The visit 

to the village had been a profound learning experience for all involved, providing valuable insights 

into the lives of                     rural communities and the challenges they face.
